The
program includes group study sessions,
individual coaching, project visits and
facilitated action-learning sets.
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Our students have ranged in age from 20
to 65 and have diverse backgrounds and
ventures. For example, work training for
young people and people with disabilities;
renewable energy projects in developing
countries; and Indigenous arts enterprises.

To be eligible for the program, applicants must:

e Have an idea/project that has a
community or environmental benefit.

e Demonstrate passion, drive and
commitment to their idea/project.

* Have ownership of their idea/project and
autonomy for decision-making.

e Be able to commit to the 9—-month
program. (contact us for dates)

Students pay a $1,500 contribution fee
towards the program, plus travel expenses
incurred. SSE provides full and partial
scholarships to cover the remainder of the
$24,000 program cost.
